Discussion/ Action - Resolution No. 2017-00 I, A Resolution to make Budget amendments for Fiscal 
Year ending June 30, 2017. Whereas the Board of Mayor and Alderman deem it necessary to make the 
inter fund transfers and general fund water and sewer fund and sanitation fund for fiscal year June 30, 
2017. Therefore be it resolved by the Board of Mayor and Alderman and the Town of Bluff City, 
Tennessee that the inter fund transfers and the general fund, water and sewer fund and sanitation fund be 
made from certain accounts. Certain accounts is outlined in exhibit I of this resolution. This resolution 
shall become effective from and after its final passage of public welfare requirement. This only requires 
one reading.

The property tax rate of $1.28 for each $100.00 of taxable property for the fiscal year 
beginning July I, 2017 shall remain in effect until a new property tax rate is adopted.
